The successful recipient must have demonstrated an outstanding ability in both written and spoken tasks throughout Year 6 and be able to provide evidence of success in both of these.  Applicants must also provide evidence of successful performances in English or History / Geography competitions (if applicable) in Part B of the application.

Applicants will be required to submit a 300-400 word hand written creative short story.
Assessment Criteria
1. Knowledge of short story construction 
2. Ability to write an entertaining and engaging short story that demonstrates all of the appropriate features of the genre
3. Control of language systems – e.g. Sentence and clause structures, paragraphs
4. Control of spelling and punctuation
5. Demonstrate an ability to successfully position readers in certain ways when constructing characters, places, events.












MATHEMATICS / SCIENCE SCHOLARSHIP

THE ARTS SCHOLARSHIP
For applicants applying for the Arts Scholarship, please address the following:





EXPLANATION:
James Nash State High School offers scholarships in our Academy of Creative Arts (ACA) and Academy of Instrumental Music (AIM) Programs.

Applicants submit a 200-250 word history (hand written) of their involvement in the Arts, such as their participation and achievement in Music, Instrumental Music, Dance, Drama and/or Visual Art, both in school and in the wider community. Outline the skills you have which will contribute to your involvement in the ACA and/or AIM programs. 

Students are required to submit a USB with video footage in MP4 format of them playing an instrument, singing, acting, dancing or photos of visual art work. Successful scholarship recipients are required to participate in co-curricular Arts programs for at least one full school year in the program for which the scholarship has been granted (AIM or ACA).











SPORTING SCHOLARSHIP
For applicants applying for the Sporting Scholarship, please address the following:




EXPLANATION:
The successful recipient must have demonstrated an outstanding ability in school sport/s (offered at Queensland school / district / state competitions only) throughout their recent schooling, as well as demonstrating a commitment to extra-curricular involvement and academic performance in Part B of the application.  Applicants will be able to provide evidence of success / commitment in these school sport and other activities areas as well as identifying which school sport they are interested in participating in at JNSHS and to what level.  

Applicants will be required to submit a 200-250 word hand written history of their school sporting background and extra-curricular involvement.




EXPLANATION:
This scholarship is offered by the James Nash SHS P&C for those high performing students across English / History Geography, Mathematics / Science, The Arts and / or Sporting, who can demonstrate financial hardship. This scholarship application requires also the submission of evidence of being in receipt of Family Tax Benefit A.

Applicants, in addition to the submission of the Family Tax Benefit A evidence, are required to address the written application section of at least one of the English / History Geography, Mathematics / Science, The Arts and / or Sporting requirements, outlined in the previous sections.  These applications will also be considered for the other scholarships by panels.

For each scholarship there will be appointed panels to review each application.  If a student is unsuccessful in their first choice and they have indicated on Page One they would like to be considered for another scholarship and they have addressed Part C for that scholarship, their application will be forwarded to the next panel.

Successful students can only receive one scholarship.  All scholarships are awarded to students attending Year 7 at JNSHS in 2026.
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
